POWER SOURCE

At present mostly (lead—acid) batteries are (1) Q as a power source.
Many different types of batteries can be used as a power source for robots.
They range from lead acid batteries which are safe and have (2) Q long
shelf lives but are rather heavy to silver cadmium batteries that are much (3)
Q in volume and are currently much more expensive.
